1.        Position on the negotiations 
Contentious issues in the full implementation of the GPA still remain.  These include the swearing–in of Senator Roy Bennett as the deputy Agriculture minister and the reversal of the appointments of RBZ governor, Gideon Gono and AG, Johannes Tomana, which were made prior to the formation of the inclusive government. Other outstanding issues are; the ministerial mandates and the appointments of provincial governors.
2.        Cases of political violence and persecution continues to increase as Zanu PF establishes militia bases
 
 
 
Cases of political violence against MDC supporters are on the increase across the country ahead of writing a people-driven Constitution. In Muzarabani, Epworth, Harare South, Kamativi Mutasa North, Mudzi, Mutoko, Chiredzi, Zaka and Gutu and most rural Mashonaland, war veterans, Zanu PF youth militia and soldiers have established militia bases.
3.        Persecution of MDC  members, and MPs continues
The trial of MDC treasurer-general and deputy Agriculture Minister designate, Senator Roy Bennett resumes at the High Court on May 10. Senator Bennett is facing trumped-up banditry and terrorism charges.  The MDC Bindura district chairperson, Tongai Jack was arrested this week on flimsy charges of “disrespecting” Mashonaland Central governor, Martin Dinha. Over 100 members and activists are facing various trumped-up charges across the country.   
4.        Zanu PF, public media in a bid to tarnish MDC councillors
Harare mayor and eight councillors were this week brought before the courts on trumped-up defamation charges after unearthing corruption by senior Zanu PF officials, Ignatius Chombo and Phillip Chiyangwa.  The councillors have since made a report to the police of the unlawful acquisition of council but no action has been taken. 
5.        Zimbabweans must make their own Constitution
The MDC’s position is that the people of Zimbabwe must make their own Constitution. The Kariba draft or any other draft must not be imposed on the people. Everyone must turn up and contribute when the Constitution-making outreach programme kicks off.
